2009 In- Door Volleyball League

Rules & By-laws

The Guam Hotel & Restaurant Association 2009 Volleyball League shall consist of teams with a playing strength of six (6) v-ball players, which restrictions will apply on the total number of players in each roster. You are not to have more than twenty (20) players on your roster/waiver forms. Each team may have a mixture of men and women. The league will play on Weekdays/Weekends at the TBA for four (4-6) weeks. The league format will consist of two (2) divisions with equal teams registered. All scheduled games will begin at scheduled game times.

Rule 1- ROSTER

· Each team must submit a roster with a maximum of 15 players. No player may register with more than 1 team.

· Team will consist of three (3) males/ two-three (2-3) females and serving order and position on the court at service shall be male and female alternated or vice-versa.

· Its’ ok to play with 5 persons w/ a minimum of (2) female, however, when the sixth person is up to serve the team loses the serve. Ghost player is considered the sixth player on the court and shall represent the sixth position on the rotation chart.

· A player must be on the roster and must have signed the waiver form to play in the league.

· All players must be at least 14 yrs old.  (Parent/ Legal guardian is required to sign waiver form)

· Team Captains/ Representatives voted to have a minimum of 2 female players on the court at all times.
· Players must play 3 regular games to participate in the playoffs.
Rule 2- SUBSTITUTION

· Substitutions may be made anytime the ball is dead. There are no limits on subs. (Unlimited Substitutions)

· Substitutions made must be same gender.

· LIBERO: a team may list one specialized defensive player (male/female), “LIBERO” on the line-up sheet for each game, along with the numbers of the six starting regular player. All other LIBERO rules and restriction apply.

Rule 3- FORFEITS

· Game Time is forfeit of first set. 

· 10 minute Grace Period will be given to the team forfeiting the first set.  If the 10-minute period has elapsed and the team is still not complete, the second set will be forfeited (Followed by the referee’s watch).

· Teams that forfeit 3 or more games may not participate in the playoffs.
Rule 4- SPORTSMANSHIP

· No Obscene Language is allowed on the court by players or coaches.  Use of profanity will result in an infraction – loss of serve and/or opposing team rewarded a point.  If a second infraction occurs, player is then removed from the match.  If player continues “unsportsman-like” conduct, he/she will be asked to leave the premise.  The league/tournament officials will meet to determine the fate of player for the remaining play of the league/tournament. 

· No Alcohol is allowed on the premise of the league.  The presence of minors must be respected.  
· No Fighting is allowed and will result in a forfeit of game (for 1st offense) and team’s dismissal from the league/tournament without refund (2nd offense). 
· No Smoking is allowed!  
Rule 5- CALLS

· Teams can challenge only rules of the game.  Interpretation or suggestive calls cannot be challenged.  Referees call stands on all interpretation calls, i.e. double contact or lifts or illegal play.
Rule 6- GAMES

· Single Round Robin, every team play each other at least once.

· Games will be 2 sets to 25.

· Two time-outs per set. (30 seconds per timeout)

· No blocking or spiking the serve (setting is allowed).

· Net serves will be played.

· Spin on overhand sets is acceptable, obvious double hitting and carrying will be called at the referee’s discretion.

· All double contacts no matter the severity are allowed on first contact.   The only call that can be made on the first contact is a lift (carry).

· When the ball is played more than once by a team, a female player shall make at least one of the contacts. Contact by two male players with ball going over the net will be ruled an illegal contact and a point will be awarded to the other team.

· All players must rotate positions. 

· Back Row players may make an attack hit provided, the player takes off behind the 10- foot line.  

· When only one (1) male player is in the front row at the service, one (1) male back-row player may be in front of the attack line for the purpose of blocking. Back row player participating in a block cannot perform an attack hit inside the 10-foot line.

· The height of the net for this league shall be 7’11 5/8.

· Line judging will be called by a member from each team from the previous game. Coaches/ Mangers are responsible to have their line judges ready for the next game!
Rule 7- PLAY-OFFS

· Bracket format; the number of top teams that advance to Playoffs will be determined by the number of total teams competing. 
· Single elimination format.
· Best out of 3:  
-
2 games to 25 pts; Rally point; No cap (must win by 2)
-
3rd game, if necessary, will be to 15 points; Rally point; switch sides at 8 pts.
· If there is a tie, head to head should determine the winner of the tie.  If the head to head proves another tie, the team with the least points against them determines the tie.  If there is a tie using this format also, the team that scored the most accumulative points during pool play will determine the tie.  If all else fails, then the luck of the draw (provided that it does not determine a tie for a top spot).  If it is to determine the division winner or a final spot in the Championship bracket, then a one game show down to 25 pts. Will be played.
· Players must play in two regular season games to be eligible to participate in the playoffs.
· Teams that forfeit 3 or more games may not participate in the play-offs.

Rule 8- PROTESTS APPEALS

· At the completion of each game, captains/ coaches will verify results of the match with the referee. Should the team wish to protest the game, the captain must inform the referee and then enact the following process: The captain must submit a written letter to GHRA within 48 hours of the game. This letter may be emailed, faxed or dropped off at the GHRA office. It is the responsibility of the captain to ensure the letter has been received during the 48-hour period. The letter must include:

· Team Name, Captains Name; reason for Protest, Desired Outcome and To Whom did you protest? (Referee Name)

Rule 9- MANAGEMENT

· The management of this league shall be vested in the Guam Hotel & Restaurant Association Sports Committee, which will be formed on the coaches/ managers meeting.
Rule 10- FEES

· Each team shall pay to the Guam Hotel & Restaurant Association the total fees for active members (Hotel, Restaurants & Allied Members) $225.00 and for affiliate members $275.00 by July 8, 2009. Once you’ve completed & submitted your registration form, there will be NO REFUNDS!
